Brief history of the Department of Arabic.

The history of Department of Arabic in Bayero University is as older or oldest
than Bayero University. As the Department was established in the 1963/1964
academic session as a unit of the then Faculty of Arabic and Islamic Studies
affiliated to the Ahmadu Bello University, Zaria. Teaching began in January,
1964 at the Kano old Airport Hotel buildings under what was then known as
the Abdullahi Bayero College of Ahmadu Bello University, Zaria. The
Department was first headed by Professor Ayyuob a Sudanees and later by
Professor Abdullah EI-Tayyib who was a distinguished scholar of Arabic. The
studies and other academic activities continuous up to 1976 when the college
was upgraded to full fledge university in 1% October 1977.

Since its inception, the Department has been growing from strength to another.
In the first few years its programs was developed to run B. A. Arabic, PGDA,
M. A, PhD Arabic.

The Department is headed by Head of Department who is to be responsible for
the running affairs of the administration and academic matters of the
Department. He is administratively assisted by the Secretary of the Department
with some supporting staff under his supervision. There are different
committees, which are set up by the Head of Department or at the general
meeting of Departmental Board Members to help in carrying out specific
assignments like the; (A. and P. C), Appointments and Promotions Committee,
Admission Committee, Postgraduate Committee, Academic Department
Committee, DTLC Committee. Other adhoc committees are set up as due or
when necessary. And there are coordinators who contribute a lot in running
academic administrative responsibilities of the Department. Among them there
is P. G, PhD, Seminars and Proposals coordinator, Departmental Exam officer
and assistant, Level Coordinators. Department of Arabic takes good care of
students, and does whatever humanely possible to make them academically
sound. And those with academic grievances do consult or complaint to their
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level coordinators, and he takes appropriate steps to solve the problems. As
well advising and counseling is part of level coordinators’ responsibilities.
Orientation program is annually organized, for students with emphasis to fresh
ones. Chance and right of result verification is guaranteed to all students. The
Department exercised open door policy of H. O. D. in fact there is welfare
committee within the Department which looks into matters relating to students’
welfare.

The Department has very good record in teaching Arabic research mentoring
academician and producing good graduate and contributing in academic and
educational material for developing Arabic teaching and learning both in and
outside the university. Its graduates are present as lecturers all over the
Nigerian Universities with program of Arabic, as well in other sectors,
security, diplomacy, external and internal affairs, religious, finance, judiciary
and others.

The Department organizes departmental seminars, Postgraduate seminars and
workshops, trainings. It encourages and assists students to participate in
national and international academic activities, conferences and alike. For
instance six of our postgraduates students participated in the 8" International
Conference of Arabic Language in Dubai, April 2019 organizes by
International Council of Arabic Language, Association of Arab Universities,
ISESCO etc.

Students association like Arabic Association of department organizes Arabic
Week. And for last six years department brought to Nigeria thought of
celebrating World Arabic Day, which celebrates worldwide annually on 8"
December, this is due to its relation and membership to the International
Association of Department of Arabic Language.

The department had an opportunity to collaborate with ISESCO, NATCOM in
organizing workshop on Teaching Arabic Language at Nigerian Universities
levels 8-11/7/2019. And the department initiate establishing a Union of
Departments of Arabic Language in Nigerian Universities. With aim to have a
forum that will unite the departments to academically cooperate to develop
Arabic discipline and to discuss issues, challenges and to suggest solutions.
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Which department organized and host the meetings on 11/7/2019 and on 9-
30/8/2019 which about 14 universities attended.

Philosophy and Objectives of B. A. Arabic Program.

Language is a vehicle essential tool of thought and a unique means of
communication between individuals, communities and nations. No
meaningful human and material development can take place without
language. Human beings since antiquity, therefore, accord the
acquisition of language and the study of its skills an important place in
their educational endeavors. Specifically Arabic language (in one of
its dialects) is one of Nigeria’s languages and the language of many
sister African states in the African Union and it has its multifaceted
importance in the scheme of things.

Our four year reviewed B. A. Arabic program aims at realizing the
following Objectives:

1. To enable students acquire spoken and written competence in
Arabic language.
2. To enable students through this competence appreciate more

their African history and civilization before the colonial era, much of
which is recorded in Arabic language.

3. To acquaint students with the socio-cultural, religious,
economic, commercial, political and diplomatic aspects of the life of
the speakers of the language with a view to promoting greater
international understanding and co-operation.

4, To equip students with adequate training for jobs in the
fields of teaching and research, translation and interpretation,
administration, journalism and diplomatic service.

ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS:

There are two (2) types of undergraduate program:
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1. Four year degree program.

2. Three year degree program.

The four year degree program is designed for students with O’ level
entry qualifications or equivalent while the three year program is for
students with A’ level entry qualification or equivalent. Also students
with a recognized diploma with credit or NCE with C grade or their
equivalents in Arabic language are eligible for three year program.

However, students for the four year degree program must satisfy
UTME admission requirements.

Classification of Degree
1- (a) The performance of a student in a semester will be reported by the
Grade Point Average (GPA) while the overall performance at the end of
session (and/or at any point in [his study programme will be reported
by the Cumulative Grade Point Average (CGPA)
(b) The Classification of a degree shall be determined by the final

CGPA as shown below:

2- (a) Letter Grade and Points shall be derived from the actual percentage
score obtained in a given course as follows:

(@) A Weighted Grade Point shall be determined for the performance in
each course by multiplying the Grade Point obtained in the course by
the Credit load of the course, except that all incomplete course shall be
ignored.

(b) A Grade Point Average (GPA) shall be calculated for a semester by
adding up the weighted Grade Points obtained in all the courses offered
in the semester and dividing the sum by the total value of the credits of
all the courses, except those grades as Incomplete.

(c) A Cumulative Grade Point Average (CGPA) shall be calculated by
adding the Weighted Grade Points obtained in all the courses offered by
the student in all the semester up to the end of a given session (or up to
a particular point in a student’s programme and dividing the sum by the
total value of the credit of all the courses registered by the student in all
semesters, ignoring credits of courses graded ‘Incomplete’.

(d) GPA and CGPA shall be rounded to two places of decimal. A value of
0.005 or higher shall course the number in the second decimal place to
be increased by one, while a value of less than 0.005 shall be discarded.

To qualify for the award of Bachelor’s Degree, but subject to 11.16 below, a
student must:

(a) Obtain a minimum of 120 credits (30 credits from each level) except in
the Faculty of Law and Engineering where the minimum is 150 credits
(30 credits from each level); or the minimum set by his/her programme,
department, or faculty if higher than this. The minimum credits for the
SIWES years of some program may be less than 30 (see 4 — 8 (a).

(b) Pass all relevant compulsory courses in the particular program,
department and faculty.

(c) Pass all compulsory General Studies and Entrepreneurship Program
courses for his/her degree program, as may be set by Senate from time
to time.

(d) Satisfy all relevant department and faculty requirement for the program.
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Concessional Pass

3- A last chance spill-over student (except degree students in the Faculty of
Law and Medicine) who has satisfied all the graduation requirement except in
one course, and who has scored 30% or more in the said course shall be given a
Concessional Pass in the course in retained, a grade of ‘CP’ in given, and the
grade point of zero is retained. However, the course is treated as if it has been
passed in order to allow the student to graduate.

The Classifications

4- Degree classes will be designated with reference to the final CGPA as
follows:

5- The transcript of students awarded Degree shall show the letter grades,
grade points and weighted grade point obtained in each course, the GPA for
each Semester and the final CGPA as explained in paragraph 11.11.

6- The transcript of study of any student for a degree shall not exceed by more
than four semesters the normal number of semesters laid down for it.
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Academic Misconduct
Examination Misconduct and Leakages

1- Candidate for any examination in the University are two conduct themselves
properly in and around the examination halls as explained in part 10 of these
regulations. Deviations from these proper conducts may constitute
examination misconducts, which warrants penalties described below.

Misconduct in Examination Hall Vicinity, Hostels and Other Institutions

2- For the purpose of this part, the vicinity of an examination hall is considered
to be part of the examination hall. Thus any student caught with unauthorized
materials or writing vicinity of the examination hall (after the student has seen
the question paper) shall be treated as if the materials are found on him/her in
the examination hall. Similarly, any student engaging in any form of
examination misconduct in students’ hostels or other area’s shall be
appropriately treated.

3- For the purpose of this part, any student of the University who commits
misconduct punishable under this part in any other institution will be treated as
if he has committed such misconduct in the University, and shall therefore be
liable for any appropriate penalty.

4- Cases of examination misconduct discovered during the marking of the
examination scripts are also subject to appropriate investigations and further
necessary action.

Procedure for Investigating Examination Misconduct and Leakages

5- If any student is found to be, or is suspected of, infringing the provisions of
Part 10 of these Regulations, committing any act to gain undue advantage or
disturbing the conduct of an examination, the Invigilator shall take possession
of any relevant evidence, fill the relevant form, obtain statement(s) from the
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student(s) concerned by giving him/her/them the relevant forms to fill and/or
make them sign exhibits.

6- A student suspected or involvement in examination misconduct shall be
allowed to continue with the examinations provided no disturbances are
caused. He/she shall sign any exhibits collected from him/her and given the
opportunity to state his own version of events by completing the appropriate
form.

7- After the examination, the invigilator shall submit his report(s), the form(s)
completed by the students and all exhibits and other documents on all
examination misconduct cases to the Faculty Examination Officer.

8- Upon receipt of any case of examination misconduct, the Faculty
Examination officer shall report to the Dean, who shall set up a committee to
investigate the case further.

9- The Faculty Committee on Examinations Misconduct shall invite all
students suspected of involvement to defend themselves of the suspicion. A
widely publicized notice on notice-boards which gives the names and
registration numbers of the students being invited as well as the date, time and
venue of the committee’s deliberations shall serve as enough evidence of
invitation, but invitation letters may also be sent to individual students.
Students that fail to honour the first invitation shall be given a second chance.

10- A student suspected of involvement in examination misconduct should
defend himself before the Faculty Investigative Committee set up by the Dean.

11- After hearing from all concerned, the Committee shall write a
comprehensive report on each case brought before it clearly indicating its
findings, as to the degree of involvement, or otherwise, of each suspected. It
shall submit the report together with all relevant documents to the senate
Committee on Examination Misconduct and Leakage.
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12- After going through the reports of the Faculty Committee on Examination
Misconduct and carrying further investigations (where that becomes
necessary), the Senate Committee shall report to Senate recommending the
appropriate penalty to any student found to be guilty.

13- After member who report a case of examination misconduct shall pet sit on
a Faculty or Senate Examination Misconduct Committee when the Committee
is considering the case.

14- If the question paper for an examination that is yet to take place is
suspected as having been leaked, the chief Examiner shall immediately:

(a) Withdraw the paper and cause another one to be set in its stead, even if
this means shifting the examination date and/or time forward,;

(b) Report the matter to the Dean who shall further direct the Faculty
Committee on Examination Misconduct to investigate the case as a
matter of urgency.

15- If the question paper for an examination that has already taken place is
suspected as having been leaked, the Chief Examiner shall immediately:

(a) Report the matter to the Dean who shall further direct the Faculty
committee on Examination Misconduct to investigate the case as a
matter of utmost urgency.

(b) Report to the Vice Chancellor who is the Chairman of Senate.

16- If the Faculty Committee confirms that a paper that was already taken has
indeed leaked, the Dean shall cause the paper to be cancelled and another one
set in its place. The Dean shall brief the Vice-Chancellor about the case.

Categories of Misconducts and Penalties

17- The following are the categories of examination misconduct and leakage
misconducts, as well as the appropriate penalties for the misconducts.
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A. Category of Misconducts Punishable by Expulsion from the University

I- Impersonating another student, or being impersonated by another

person at an examination.

Ii- Exchanging names and/or numbers on answer scripts/sheets.

ii- Introduction and use of relevant unauthorized material(s) into the
examination hall.

iv- Exchange of materials (such as question papers, examination cards, etc)
containing jottings that are relevant to the on-going examination hall

V- Dishonest removal of examination scripts and/or materials within the
examination hall.

Vi- Illegal removal of examination scripts and/or materials out of the

examination hall exceeding 10 minute after the completion of
examination.
vii-  Any kind of mischief likely to hinder the smooth conduct of the
examination. For example causing fire, flooding or engaging in
physical violence.

viii-  Collaborating with, or copying from another candidate.

iX- Cheating outside the examination hall, such as in toilets, hall of
residence etc.

X- A misconduct that falls under category B committed by a student who

was  previously rusticated.

Xi- Using mobile phones and other ICT devices to access voice or text

messages, documents, materials from the Internet, etc., during
examination.

xii-  Any misconduct under this category committed by a student of this
University in another institution.
xiii-  Destruction of or tempering with, evidence by candidates including

preventing access to electronic devices.
xiv-  Any other misconduct deemed by the Senate Committee on
Examination Misconduct and Senate to warrant expulsion.
B. Category of Misconducts Punishable by Rustication
I- Facilitating/Abetting/Aiding cheating by another candidate.
ii- Introduction, but not use, of relevant unauthorized materials to the
examination hall.

A misconduct in category C committed by a previously warned or
rusticated student.

Any misconduct under this category committed by a student of this
University in another institution.

C Category of Misconducts Punishable by Written Warning

THE DETAILED CONTENT OF B. A. ARABIC SYLLABUS

Level One First Semester

ARA 1201: Reading Skills I (2 hours)

(ELECTIVE)

This unit aims at introducing students to reading skills, and it comprises
the following: Improving the student's skillsin  reading, with particular
emphasis on correct pronunciation and good Arabic accent. Inculcating the
importance of the three types of reading i.e. general, specific and critical
readings. Training the students in identifying the main ideas and supporting
details. The use of dictionary and the library.
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ARA 1203: Rhetoric | (2 hours) (ELECTIVE)

This unit is devoted to introducing students to the basic concepts of Arabic
rhetoric. This introduction involved: The concept of rhetoric, the elements of
clarity, eloquence, and the meaning of style in language and terminology.
The clarity of the Arabic word and the speech. The significance of the
Arabic rhetoric in Arabic and Islamic studies. Tangible differences between
rhetoric, criticism and stylistics. A brief review of the content of Arabic
rhetoric.

ARA 1205: Translation | (2 hours) (ELECTIVE)

This course aims at introducing students to the art of translation through the
translation of expressions and short paragraphs about their general and
special environs from and into Arabic. This translation will be done in sound
and correct language. Also, intensive drills will be given.

ARA 1207: Contemporary Specialized Arabic Texts | (2 hours)
(ELECTIVE)

This course unit aims at bridging the gap between the student and
contemporary Arabic by enriching the student's lexicon with new language
register, technical terms and expressions drawn from different fields and
various aspects of life. The course consists of the following: Psychological,
Sociological, Sports, Geographical and Biological texts. This course draws
from Arabic newspapers, journals, scientific and specialized books.

ARA 1309: Introduction to Arabic Grammar (3 hours) (CORE-COURSE)
Topics to be treated in this unit include: Parts of the sentence in Arabic, the
signs of bina' and Irab, the subject, Na'b alfail, Mubtada and Khabar, the
predicate, the subject of Kana and the predicate of Inna, the adjective and the
noun that follows the subject.

Second Semester

ARA 1202: Writing Skills 1 (2 hours) (ELECTIVE)

The aim of this unit is to train students in functional writing and it contains the
following: Review on rules and regulations governing clear
handwriting,  punctuation and orthography. Training in choosing the
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correct vocabulary. Drills in selecting effective expressions and sentences.
Identifying good paragraphs. Training in summarizing texts. Drills in writing
good compositions and letter writing.

ARA 1204: Novel | (2 hours) (ELECTIVE)

The aim of this unit is to introduce students to the art of the novel,
and it has the following components: Definitions of the novella, the novel
and the story. The Objectives and Methods of appreciation and of
studying these genres. Backgroundto the development of novel
in the Arabic Literature. The study of selected novellas such as those by
AbdulHameed Abdullah, Najib Mahfudh e.t.c.

ARA 1206: Arabic for Islamic Studies 1 (2hours) (ELECTIVE)

This unit is built on the concept of teaching the language for special
purposes; it also aimed at reinforcing the reading skills through the
introduction of graded texts from the books of exegesis and Prophetic
traditions. In the end, students will be trained in reading and absorbing
language registers and ways of thinking in the studies of the Quran and
Prophetic traditions. To realize this, not less than ten texts will be studied in a
semester.

ARA 1208: Introduction to Drama and the Theatre Arts(2hours)
(ELECTIVE) This unit introduces students to the concept, evolution and
development of Drama and The Theatre Arts in Ancient and Medieval
Times. The unit comprises the following components: The concept of
Drama and The Theatre Arts. Evolution and development of Drama and
Theatrical activities in Ancient Egypt, Greece, Roman Empire and the
medieval times. Evolution of Drama in ancient Arabic Literature. Role of
Theatre Arts in society.

ARA 1310: Introduction to Arabic Literature (3 hours) (CORE-COURSE)
This unit aims at introducing student to classical Arabic Literature with special
reference to literary concepts, terms and basic themes. Textual studies will be
emphasized. The unit consists of the following: The concept of literature in
language and terminology. Arabic literary periods. The vital aspects that have
impact on literary works. The themes and motifs of classical Arabic poetry.
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Poetic and prose texts from the pre-Islamic poetry will be studied to explain
the concepts and literary terms.

Level Two First Semester

ARA 2301: Grammar Il (3 hours) (CORE-COURSE)

The aim of this unit is to introduce students to the background,
evolution and development of Arabic grammar, and a study of nouns that are
mansub and majrur.

ARA 2302: Writing Skills 11 (2 hours) (ELECTIVE)

The aim of this unit is to train students in functional writing skills, it
consists of the following: Note taking, Note making and Exercises in the
writing of composition.

ARA 2205: Translation Il (2 hours) (ELECTIVE)

This unit introduces students to translating short and medium paragraphs
related to the general and special environs from and to Arabic by using
appropriate language styles. However, intensive drilling will be emphasized.

ARA 2207: Nigerian Arabic Literature (2 hours) (ELECTIVE)

This course introduces students to Nigerian Arabic Literature and its
features and peculiarities. The unit is composed of the following:
Background to the advent and spread of Arabic in Nigeria. A study of
Nigerian Arabic Literature with reference to poetry and prose and their
features and objectives. A study of selected texts from Nigerian Arabic
Literature.

ARA 2209: Rhetoric Il (2 hours) (ELECTIVE)

This unit aims at introducing students to Ilm al Bayan, its concepts, major
arts and sub-themes with reference to application. The unit comprises the
following: The concept of Ilm al Bayan. Sub-themes in Ilm al Bayan like
simile, metaphor and metonymy. Theoretical and practical study of simile,
metaphor and metonymy.

ARA 2211: General Linguistics (2 hours) (ELECTIVE)
The aim of this unit is to introduce students to general linguistics, and it
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consists of the following sub-units: Definition and scope of linguistics. The
development of linguistic studies in ancient nations, and among the
Muslim and in modern times. Three major divisions of Linguistics:
Descriptive, Historical and Comparative Linguistics. The concept of
Language, its origin and Classifications. An introduction to some areas of
Language study: Sociolinguistics, Psycholinguistics, Applied Linguistics,
Pragmatics and Discourse analysis.

ARA 2213: Contemporary Specialized Arabic Texts (II) (ELECTIVE)

The objective of this course unit is to consolidate bridging the gap between
the student and contemporary Arabic by enriching the student's vocabulary
with language registers, terminologies and contemporary expressions, in
science and technology, drawn from Arabic newspapers, journals,
magazines, scientific and specialized books. The course consists of the
following: Political, Economic, Cultural, Educational and Chemistry Text.

Second Semester

ARA 2202: Reading Skills 1l (2 Hours) (ELECTIVE)

This unit is complementary to ARA 1201 and centers on the following:
Reading speed and drills on it. Using the dictionary and development of
vocabulary. Identifying main and subsidiary ideas in writing.

ARA 2204: Course Title: Short Story (2 hours) (ELECTIVE)

This course unit is an extension to what has been studied in ARA 1204,
and aims at strengthening what was studied in level one by embarking on
textual study of selected works by great short story writers in the Arab world
such as: Isa Ubaid, Abdulgadir Al- Mazini, Mahmud Taimur, Yahya Haqgqi,
Tahir Lashin e.t.c.

ARA 2206: Arabic Phonology (2 hours) (ELECTIVE)

The aim of this unit is to introduce students to the correct points, manners and
features of articulation of Arabic sounds. The unit comprises the following:
Introduction to General Phonetics. Consonants and vowels in Arabic,
phonetic features in Arabic such as substitution, Izhar, Ikhfa, assimilation,
weak letters, Imala, Intonation, stress, Mumathala and Mukhalafa.
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ARA 2208: Introduction to Arabic Morphology (2 hours) (ELECTIVE)
This course introduces students to morphology with respect to concept,
importance, its relation to syntax, the study of the morphological paradigm as
well as the morphology of verbs.

ARA2310: Arabic Literature in pre-Islamic and Islamic periods (3 hrs)
(Core-Course) This unit aims at introducing students to literature in the
two periods with reference to features, personalities and selected texts. The
nit consists of the following: Brief introduction to aspects of life in the
two periods. General survey of the development of poetry and prose in the
two periods. Textual study of selected poetic and prose texts from the two
periods.

ARA 2212: Course Title: Arabic for Islamic Studies I (2hours)
(ELECTIVE)

This unit is complementary to ARA 1206, and it aims at reinforcing the
writing skill in students. Graded texts from books on Islam such as
jurisprudence, its principles will be used. This will enable students to identify
language registers and ways of thinking in specific areas as well as training
students in summary and translation. Not less than ten texts selected from
specific areas will be studied during the semester.

ARA 2214: Theatre Arts and Drama (hours) (ELECTIVE)

This unit exposes students to the essential elements and techniques of theatre,
as well as different types of Drama. In addition a textual study of some
selected texts will be carried out. The unit comprises the
following segments: The Literary, Technical and
Performative elements of theatre. Types of Drama: Tragedy, Comedy,
Tragicomedy, Opera e.t.c. Textual study of selected Arabic theatrical texts.

Level Three First Semester
ARA 3201: Writing Skills 111 (2 hours) (ELECTIVE)

This unit aims at strengthening the student's ability in lucid, effective writing
and issues related to it. The unit contains the following components: Types of
writing, i.e. creative and functional writings. The qualities of good writing,
Summary and Continuation on orthography
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ARA 3303: Grammar Il (3 hours) (CORE-COURSE)

This unit is intended to deal with some selected topics in Arabic
Grammar such as: Continuous tense and matters related to it, passive voice,
number, predicate, the adverb, the vocative, the adjective and the substitute.

ARAS3205: Literature in the Umayyad Period (2 hours) (ELECTIVE)
This unit introduces students to Umayyad Literature, prominent men of
letters, selected texts from the period and the circumstances that influenced
the literature of the period. The unit consists the following components:
General background to Umayyad literature. Major themes in poetry and prose
during the period. The study of works of prominent men of letters and
features of their poetry and prose. Textual study of representative topics.

ARA 3207: Contemporary Specialized Arabic Texts (2 hours)
(Elective)

The aim of this course is to consolidate further what the students learn in level
(I1).Again the course draws its data from Arabic newspapers, journals,
magazines, scientific and specialized books. It covers the following fields:
Artistic (Drama, Cinema) texts. Mass communication texts. Information
technology texts and Environmental texts.

ARA 3209: Introduction to Arabic Literature in West Africa (2
hours) (ELECTIVE)

The unit aims at identifying the Arabic /Islamic culture in the region, the
contributions made by scholars and the study of selected literary works of
such scholars. It comprises the following: Historical survey of the region.
The spread of Islamic and Arabic culture in the region. Important centers of
learning in the region. The study of selected works of some scholars from the
region, such as Sheikh Ahmad Baba of Timbuktu, Sheikh Abdur- Rahman
al-Sa'adi, A. Muhammadu B. Al-Talib Al-Ya'aqubi, Sheikh Tahir bn Ibrahim
Feramma and Sheikh Jibril bn Umar of Agades.
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ARA 3211: The Glorious Quran and the Development of Arabic
Language (2 hours) (Elective)

The unit aims at introducing students to the impact of the Glorious Quran
on the development of Arabic Language and Literature. The unit has the
following topics: lijaz i.e. Inimitability of the Quran in respect of Language
and Style. Its impact on Arabic vocabulary, thoughts and style. Intensive
linguistic study of selected texts from the Quran.

ARA 3213: The Classical Arabic Library (2 hours) (Special) This unit
introduces students to the Classical Arabic Library, and acquaints them with
the major sources and references in different Arabic sciences in ancient times.
The unit comprises the following: Precise review of historical background on
the birth and development of bibliographical activities in Arabic Language.
Arabic Sources and References: Its types, nature, importance, information and
its mode of utilization. Ancient Arabic Encyclopedic works and its general
characteristics. A review of selected Ancient Arabic sources and references.

ARA 3215: Developmental overview of Trends in Arabic Theatre (2 hours)
(Elective) This unit aims at introducing students to the different trends in
Arabic Theatre, moreover, representative works of some of these trends will
be subjected to a textual study. The segments of this unit are: Factors which
led to the emergence of different trends in the history of Arabic Theatre. Most
outstanding literary trends in Arabic Theatre: Classicism, Romanticism,
Realism e.t.c. Textual study of representative works of some of these trends.

ARA 3217: Prosody 1 (2 hours) (Special) The unit aims at studying most
important meters, their rhythmic deviation and relating the rhymes of
prosodic meters to contents in terms of evoking emotion and thought. It
comprises the following components: Introduction to prosody and rhythmic
deviation in the different prosodic meters. The study of the major prosodic
meters and rhythmic deviations related to them. Intensive drills in
discriminating between the different prosodic meters studied and the nature
of each prosodic meter with reference to evoking emotion.

ARA 3219: Research Methods (2 hours) (Special)
The unit focuses on the methods and procedures used in writing short
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academic research and it consists of the following: The concept of academic
research and its basic components. The basic structure of a research topic.
Techniques of data collection e.g. reading, interview, questionnaire. The
manual techniques of academic research e.g. quotations, footnotes, and
punctuation e.t.c. The fundamentals of good academic writing. Intensive
drills in the techniques of writing short academic papers. Introduction to
Principles of Editing manuscripts.

ARA 3221: Arabic Philology | (2 hours) (Elective) The unit focuses on
deepening students' understanding of the general issues in Arabic Philology.
The components of this unit are: Study of the origin of Arabic Language. The
features of the Arabic Language. Analogy and derivation, Foreign and
Arabised words in Arabic. Diaglossia.

ARA 3323: Literature in Muslim Spain and North Africa (3 hours)
(ELECTIVE) This unit aims at introducing Arabic Literature in Muslim pain
and North Africa to the students in terms of topics, features, important men
of letters and the influence of all these factors on Nigerian Arabic
Literature. It consists of the following: General background of the
literature in Muslim Spain. A study of selected texts from the works of
prominent poets and writers. The study of the general background to the
literature in the North African Sub-region. Textual study of the works of
prominent poets and writers. The impact of the two literatures on the Nigerian
Avrabic Literature.

ARA 3226 Information and Communication Technology for Arabic (2
hours) (ELECTIVE)

The course is intended to familiarize students with Arabic oriented computer
hardware and software features. The course will introduce appreciation of
Computer and to acquire students with practical skill of using computer. A
number of Arabic language and literature soft wares will be surveyed.
Word Wide Web resources on Arabic language and literature will be surveyed.
Library potential of the internet for Arabic studies as well as other ICT
resources helpful in Arabic studies research will be examined.
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ARA 3227: Introduction to Stylistics (2 hours) (2 Hours)

(ELECTIVE)

The unit introduces students to modern stylistics and the study of some issues
relating to it. It is composed of the following: The concept of stylistics and its
scope. The beginning and development of modern stylistics. Point of
similarities and divergence among stylistics, rhetorics and criticism. Some
issues in stylistics e.g. deviation, situation and structural antonym.

ARA 3229: Novel (I1) (2 Hours)

(ELECTIVE)

This unit consists of textual study of selected works by great
novelists in The Arab world such as: Muhammad Husain Haikal, Taufiqal-
Hakeem, Muhammad AbdulHaleem, Suhail Idris, Najib Mahfudh, Abdul
Hameed Jaudah Assahhar, Ihsan Abdul-Qudduse.t.c.

Second semester

ARA 3202: Morphology (2 hours)

(ELECTIVE)

This unit aims at enabling students acquire a grasp of selected
morphological issues. It contains the following components: The paradigm of
the trilateral noun. The paradigm of quadrilateral noun. The paradigm of
pentalateral noun. Prefixation and suffixation and their meanings. Intensive
morphological drills to underpin the theoretical aspect.

ARA 3304: Literature in the Abbasid Period (3 hours)
(CORE-COURSE)

This course aims at introducing students to the general background and its
impact on literature as well as the features of poetry and prose in this period.
Furthermore, the life of some literary figures of the period will be studied as
well as selected texts of these figures. It comprises the following elements:
General background and its impact on Abbasid literature. New dimensions in
both literary form and content during the period. A study of works of some
prominent poets and writers during the period.

ARA 3206: A Study of a classical literary or academic figure (2 hours)
(SPECIAL) This course aims at making an intensive study of a literary
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or academic figure to be selected by the course lecturer from among
figures in the classical period. This unit comprises the following:
Biography of the figure. The general and special environment of the figure. A
review and analysis of the works of the figure.

ARA 3208: The impact of Prophetic Traditions on Arabic Language
and Literature (2 Hours) (ELECTIVE)

This unit is like ARA 3211, aims at introducing the impact of Prophetic
Traditions in the development of Arabic Language and Literature. Moreover,
selected traditions will be studied. It comprises the following: The status of
Hadith as a linguistic and literature text. The language of Hadith, and features
of its style. The influence of Hadith on language register, thought and style.
Intensive linguistic and literary study of selected Prophetic traditions
(Hadith).

ARA 3310: Introduction to Classical Literary Criticism (3 hours)
(SPECIAL)

This unit aims at exposing students to the basic approaches to literary criticism
in the first four centuries of Hegira. It comprises the following:
Introduction to the concept of literary criticism and its function. General
survey of literary criticism in the pre-Islamic. Islamic, Umayyad and Abbasid
period. The features of literary criticism through Tabagat of Ibn Sallam,
Asshi'ir Wasshu'ara of Ibn Qutaiba and Muwazanah of Amidi.

ARA 3212: Rhetoric Il (2 hours) (SPECIAL)

This unit exposes students to llmul ma'ani with special reference to its
themes treated through literary texts in poetry and prose. It comprises the
following: Brief introduction to the concept of llmul ma'ani, its status and
relation to syntax. Khabar and Insha' and their sub-themes. Qasr and its
sub- themes. Fasl and its sub themes. Styles of ljaz (brevity), Itnab
(pleonasm), and Musawa (equilibrium).

ARA 3214: Translation 11l (2 hours) (ELECTIVE)

This course introduces students to theories of translation and translating long
paragraphs and short texts related to their immediate environs. The translation
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will be from and to Arabic Language. The course comprises the following:
Translation-Its concept and types. Translation techniques. Intensive translation
of texts.

ARA 3216: Literature and Islamic ldentity (2 hours) (ELECTIVE)

This unit is designed to introduce students to literature and Islamic Identity
from the standpoint of classical and modern Islamic writers. This is done
through the works published by the World League of Islamic Literature and
other similar organizations. The Course content has the following segments:
Introduction on the relation between literature and ideology. The treatment
of classical writers of: literature and religion, literature and morals, lying and
truthfulness in literature. The treatment of the same issues by modern Muslim
writers through works published by the World League of Islamic Literature
and other similar organizations. Intensive study of selected literary genres
published in the journal of the World League of Islamic Literature and the like.

ARA 3218: Texts from Nigerian Literature in Arabic (2 hours)
(ELECTIVE)

This unit aims at making a deep study of what is carried out in ARA 2207 in
level Il with respect to the theoretical frame work and additional analysis of
selected texts from prose and poetry. However, special emphasis will be
placed on works by conservative men of letters in the nineteenth and twentieth
centuries.

ARA 3220: Introduction to Socio-linguistics (2 hours)

(ELECTIVE)

This course unit introduces students to socio-linguistics, concept, nature
and scope, its development and relation to social life. It addresses the
following topics: Socio- linguistics and its themes. The function of
language. The Development of linguistic issues such as the standard
language, Lingua Franca, colloquialism, the mother tongue and the second
language.

ARA 3222: Introduction to Semantics (2 hours) (ELECTIVE)
This course unit deals with the concept of semantics, its scope and the
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meaning of words and sentences. The components of this unit are: The
concept of semantics and its scope. 25.2 the theory of meaning, the equality of
words to its meaning, the mental image, word usage, elements of language,
and the semantic, social and psychological meanings of words. The
compound sentence and complex sentence.

ARA 3224: General Linguistics Il (2 hours) (ELECTIVE)

This unit is a continuation of what has been studied in level II, and it deals
with certain critical areas of Linguistics not dealt with therein. The areas to
be treated here include: The Functions of Language. Language and Society.
Child Language Acquisition/First Language Acquisition. Introduction to
Cognitive Linguistics. Language and Culture/Language and Thought. Theories
of Second Language Acquisition (S.L.A.)

ARA 3226: Comparative Arabic Literature (2 hours) (ELECTIVE)

The course is designed to expose students to the development of
comparative literature and its establishment in Arabic studies. Some basic
ideas in comparative literature such as Arabic-Western Literary elations, the
influence of Arabic on other literary traditions, translation theory,
thematology, Literature and Religion, Literature and the other Arts etc will be
surveyed.

Level Four First Semester

ARA 4201: Modern Arabic Poetry (2 hours) (ELECTIVE)

This course aims at introducing students to the development of modern Arabic
poetry and the stages it has passed through such as classicism, creativism,
realism and the general background to them. Some prominent poets and
selected texts from their works will be studied. The components of this unit
include: General background of each of the three stages. The study of at
least two texts from each stage including their poetic features.

Biographies of the prominent poets and their poetic features.

ARA 4203: Introduction Modern Arabic Literary Criticism (2 hours)
(SPECIAL) This course introduces students to modern literary criticism and
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the general factors that impacted it as well as the study of some issues of
literary criticism and review of the works of some prominent critics.
Furthermore, drills in the appreciation of literary texts, and learning the
process of analyzing such texts will be given. This course includes the
following: Introductions to the general factors that impacted modern literary
criticism. Study of some issues of criticism such as the education of the
critic, organic unity, literature and commitment and so on. Review of some
works in criticism by such critics like al'Akkad, Taha Husain, Marun
Abbud, al-Mazini and others. Drills on analyzing literary texts and
appreciation.

ARA 4205: Modern Arabic Theatre (2 hours) (ELECTIVE)

This unit introduces students to the features of the developments of modern
theatre in the Arab World, its techniques and the intensive study of thearetical
works by some prominent playwrights such as: Taufik Al-Hakim, Mahmud
Taimur, and Ahmad Shaugi e.t.c. This unit comprises the following:
Introduction to the techniques of modern theatre 3.2 The features of the
development of modern theatre in the Arab world. Textual study of selected
plays by Taufik al-Hakim, Mahmud Taimur, Ahmad Shaugi and others.

ARA 4207: Rhetorics IV (2 hours) (SPECIAL)

This unit introduces students to badi (verbal ornament) in terms of concept,
status, scope and the study of some selected aspects of badi; moreover,
criticism of badi by some modern scholars will be discussed. It consists of
the following: The concept of badi and its status in Arabic Rhetorics. Study
of selected aspect of badi. Review of the criticism of badi by some modern
scholars.

ARA 4209: Translation 1V (2 hours) (ELECTIVE)

This unit strengthens what has been studied in ARA 3214 (in objectives
and skills), it develops in the students the knowledge of translation as an art
and science. The components of this unit are as follows: The importance of
translation in all aspects of life and the qualification of a good translator.
Literal and free translation as well as other types of translation. Translation
and computer. Intensive drills on various topics related to the experience of
students.
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ARA 4211: Arabic Philology Il (2 hours) (ELECTIVE)

This unit is an extension of ARA 3221. It has the following as its
components: Arabic dialects and the different modes of recitation of Glorious
Quran. Arabic loaned words in other languages such as: Persian, Kiswabhili
and other Nigerian Languages such as Hausa, Fulfulde, Kanuri, Yoruba
e.t.c. The writing of some Nigerian Languages in Arabic Alphabets
(Ajami). Review of the views of some Orientalists concerning criticism of
Arabic grammar, script and the writing of Arabic in Latin Alphabets.

ARA 4213. Contemporary Specialized Arabic Texts (IV) (2 hours)
(ELECTIVE)

This course is intended to further consolidate what was studied in the
previous levels. It draws its texts form Arabic newspapers, journals,
magazines, scientific and specialized books. The course covers the following:
Legal, Military, Medical and Physics Texts.

ARA 4315: Grammar V (3 hours) (CORE-COURSE)

This unit aims at deepening the students knowledge in Arabic grammar, and
tackles some important but intricate topics in Arabic Grammar like:the styles
of Idhafa, Ta'ajjub, Nida, Istigatha, Nudbah, Tahzir, Igra, Madh, Zam, Ibtida
and Wagf.

ARAA4217: Literature and Islamic Identity (2 hours) (ELECTIVE)

This unit is an extension of ARA 3220 and focuses on the theoretical aspect
of literature and criticism from Islamic perspective through the writings of
modern researchers. Selected topics will be studied.

ARA 4219: Novel Il (2 hours) (ELECTIVE)

This unit aims at exposing students to further study of Arabic Novel, and it
consists of textual study of selected works by great contemporary novelists in
The Arab World such as: Najib Mahfudh, Attahir Tar, Abdurrahman Munif,
Baha'a Tahir, Jamal Al-Gaitani, Hanna Mina, Attayyib Saleh e.t.c.

ARA 4221: Aspects of Semantics (2 hours) (ELECTIVE)
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This unit deals with the developmental stages of both Arabic and Modern
Semantics. The components of the unit are as follows: The Contributions of
Ancient Arabic Linguists in the field of Semantics. The contributions of
Modern Linguists to Semantics. Semantic Fields: Synonyms, Antonyms,
Homonyms and Homophones.

ARA 4223: Media Arabic (2 hours) (ELECTIVE)
The course will deal with Modern Arabic register through the study of the
language of the Arabic print and electronic media.

Second Semester

ARA 4202: Modern Prose (2 hours) (ELECTIVE)

This unit introduces students to modern prose, the general factors that
influenced it, its development, prominent prose writers and selected texts
from their works; it comprises the following: A brief background of modern
prose, its development and the factors that influenced it. A study of texts in
oratory, political, judicial, and social text with reference to prominent figures
in the field of oratory. A study of texts in political, literary, critical and
social essays of some prominent essayists.

ARA 4204: A Special Author (2 hours) (SPECIAL)

This unit involves the study of a prominent modern figure in literature or
language, its biography and review of contribution. The components of this
unit comprise: The general and the special circumstances that influenced the
literary figure or linguist. A short biography of the literary figure or linguist.
Review of the works of the figure selected. Assessment of the contributions
of the figure.

ARAA4206: Introduction to Arabic Lexicography ( 2 hours) (SPECIAL)

This unit introduces students to the lexicography activities among the Arabs
in ancient and modern times. Attention will also be focused on issues
related to classical and modern lexicons. This unit is composed of the
following: A brief introduction on lexicon making and its development
among the Arabs. A study of Arabic Schools of Lexicography. Specialized
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dictionaries, bilingual and multilingual dictionaries. The effort of Arabic
Language academies in dictionary making. A review of the efforts of
Christian Fathers in dictionary making.

ARA 4208: Title Prosody Il (2 hours) (SPECIAL)

This unit will focus on the study of principles and application of Arabic Poetic
Rhythm. It also introduces students to modern trends at the theoretical
and creative rhyming in Arabic poetry. It comprises the following: A brief
study of rhyming in Arabic poetry and the practical application of what has
been studied. Selected poems from the works of non-conformist
contemporary poets. The view of modern scholars on the rhythm of
Arabic Poetry.

ARA4210: Morphology 1l (2 hours) (ELECTIVE)

This unit deals with the study of issues related to masdar (infinitive), ibdal
(substitution), idgam (assimilation), ta'awidh, I'ilal. Emphasis will be laid on
the application of what has been studied. It consists of the following: Masdar
(infinitive), its concept and paradigm. Types of masdar, and masdar of
trilateral and non-trilateral verbs. Assimilation and the meeting of two vowels
in a word. Study of substitution, and I'ilal

ARA 4312: Modern trends in Nigerian Literature in Arabic (3 hours)
(CORE-COURSE) This unit introduces students to new dimensions in

Nigerian Poetry and Prose in the 20'[h century. In addition relevant selected
texts will be studied. The components of this unit are: The general factors
that have influenced the modernization of Nigerian Arabic Literature in
the 20™ century. A study of poetic and prose texts characterized by new
dimensions. A study of some novels plays and autobiographies by Nigerians.

ARA 4214: The Modern Arabic Library (2 hours) (SPECIAL)

This unit is a continuation to what had been studied in ARA 3213, and it
exposes students to the Modern Arabic Library, and acquaints them with the
major sources and references in Arabic in modern times. It comprises of the
following: A background to the bibliographical activities in Arabic Language
in modern times. Modern Arabic Sources and references: Its types,
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importance, nature, information and mode of utilization. Modern Arabic
Encyclopedic Works and its general characteristics. A review of selected
modern Arabic sources and references. Arabic Library and Information
technology.

ARA 4222: The Assemblies of Hariri (2 hours) (ELECTIVE)

The course will briefly introduce students to the evolution of Magamat
literature as one of the genres in Arabic Literature. It will largely focus on
studying selections from Magamat al-Hariri.

ARA 4616: Research Project (6 Credits) (SPECIAL)

This unit aims at developing the spirit of independent research in students
and guiding them towards making effective use of research techniques. Also,
a research topic chosen by the student and approved by the department will be
undertaken by the student.
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
